This is not a reopening of the Treaty, and any
potential updates occur through negotiation, not the
courts.

Why This Matters

The Treaty remains an integral part of TFN’s success,
supporting strong self-government, stable
governance, and long-term Nation-building. The
Periodic Review is an opportunity to strengthen what
is already working and make practical improvements
that support TFN'’s future generations.
